Between	Redemption	and	Revelation 
 
As we enter the months of Iyyar, Sivan, and Tammuz, we move through a sacred stretch 

of the calendar that is quieter in outward observance, yet rich in inward meaning. These 

weeks carry us through the completion of the counting of the Omer and into the  

celebration of Shavuot, calling us to reϐlection, preparation, and renewed devotion. 
 
The counting of the Omer is not merely a numbering of days, but a sanctifying of days. In 

Jewish thought, counting is never empty; it marks expectancy, discipline, and purpose. 

We do not count because the days are all the same, but because each day matters. From 

the redemption of Pesach to the revelation associated with Shavuot, Israel journeys 

from deliverance to covenant. So too, we are reminded that redemption is not the end of 

the matter. Freedom must lead to holiness, obedience, and nearness to G-d. 
 
Shavuot stands at the center of this season as a sacred time of profound covenant  

signiϐicance.  It recalls the giving of the Torah at Sinai, when Israel was called to become 

a holy people before the presence of the Holy One. For Messianic believers, Shavuot is 

also deepened by the remembrance of the outpouring of the Ruach HaKodesh, when the 

promise of G-d’s empowering presence was poured out in Jerusalem. The giving of the 

Torah and the giving of the Spirit are not opposites, but harmonize in the purposes of  

G-d: revelation, transformation, and faithful covenant life. 
 
Beyond Shavuot, the calendar grows quieter. Yet that too has wisdom in it. Not every  

holy season is marked by a festival day. Some seasons are given for steady walking,  

quiet growth, and the living out of what has already been received. May these months 

deepen in us a love for the Word of G-d, a sensitivity to the Ruach, and a renewed desire 

to walk  worthily before Him in Messiah Yeshua.
